Dear President:  

  

As the Middle States Commission on Higher Education (MSCHE or the Commission) staff liaison to New Jersey City 

University, I am writing in response to recent coverage in the media concerning the state’s request for an investigation 

into the institution’s finances. A copy of the information that came to the Commission’s attention is attached.  

  

Pursuant to the Accreditation Review Cycle and Monitoring Policy and Procedures and federal regulation 34 CFR § 

602.19, the Commission conducts ongoing monitoring activities and reevaluates institutions to assess ongoing compliance 

with the Commission’s standards for accreditation, requirements of affiliation, policies and procedures, and applicable 

federal regulatory requirements. The Commission may make a request for information at any time or conduct reviews or 

visits outside of regularly scheduled accreditation activities as deemed necessary.   

  

The recent media report requires the Commission to receive additional information so that it can substantiate any media 

information and evaluate the institution’s continued compliance with the Commission’s standards for accreditation,
